Tarkett, parent company of Johnsonite, was one of the first flooring companies to recycle
post-production waste, and has also developed a system for collecting post-installation
waste. In 2008, 411 tons of material were collected all over Europe and returned to Ronneby.
This corresponds to approximately 1.5 million square feet. iQ products contain:

25% pre-consumer recycled material

0.5% post-consumer recycled material.

All samples can be reclaimed and repurposed as part of our ReStart® Reclamation Program.
ReStart allows installers to send back unused or cut material for recycling.
